MINUTES                 The March 18, 2004 advisory committee minutes were accepted as posted.

APPROVAL              

REPORT ON             Alan reported on new enrollment data provided by Vice President Larry Apperson. 

ENROLLMENTS      The data showed CAD program enrollments up 2% from last year.  Engineering

                                    program enrollments were down 100% (42 students from last year) which affects

                                    enrollment in EGR277 taught concurrently with CAD111.

                                    Carol said she wants to run a five year enrollment report to look at trends for a

                                    future meeting.

                                    Mark commented Larry said the college was up another 4 or 5% overall again but

                                    some occupational programs are hurting.

MARKETING            Mark presented two survey summaries of both new college students to the program

SURVEYS                  as well as prospective new students he presented to at Rochelle Township High 

                                    School recently.  

                                     Mark went over the assessment survey that showed the ways that new students

                                     came to be in the program.  Notable in the results was the impact the web sites 

                                     (college and CAD program), college catalogs and mailers and Kishwaukee College

                                     counselors had in the student’s decision making process.

                                     Mark noted he was not happy about how little impact his visitations to the district

                                     high schools had made as well as his radio and television appearances but he said

                                     he plans to continue these extra efforts for now.

                                     Relative to the survey of prospective students at RTHS after Mark’s PowerPoint

                                     presentation on attending the CAD Technology program, it was noted that most

                                     students rated his appearance as high (5 & 4) with nobody ranking him low (2 & 1).

                                     Mark said he found this to be encouraging.  He noted one student’s comment that

                                     more student work samples should be included and said he will try to do this in

                                     the future.

PROGRAM                 A copy of the dean’s report to the ICCB was offered to the committee.  Mark

REVIEW                     explained that this was Carol’s interpretation of the data presented in the report

REPORT                     Mark and Alan offered to the program review committee last spring.  Mark noted

                                    most of the results of the report were pretty positive other than enrollment numbers.

                                    Some of the positives of the report (such as near perfect retention and job placement)

                                    are now posted to the program’s web site as well as in the recruiting packet for

                                    prospective students.       

                                     Carol noted that the dual enrollment enrollees of Oregon High School was a major 

                                     positive accomplishment for the program and possible future enrollments at the

                                     college and went on to explain how the program works.

CURRICULUM         Mark submitted a handout with two proposed curriculum changes that Alan and

CHANGES                 and he wanted to offer the committee for next year’s college catalog.  The two

                                    changes offered herein with a more detailed rationale requested by Carol are as

                                    follows:

1. Course Number/Credit Change:

NEW – CAD116 Education for Employment (1)

OLD – CAD220 Education for Employment (2)

Rationale – This elective CAD course did not fit into student’s schedules well

as a two credit course so it will be offered as a one credit course to parallel other such courses on campus.  The course has been offered but never run as a course due to low enrollments.

New Course Description:

Orients Computer-Aided Design Technology students to the world of work.  This course prepares students for their first internship experience.  Includes information on the internship manual, placement, credentials and interviews.  Students are better able to seek an internship experience (CAD 270) as a result of taking this course.  One hour lecture/discussion a week

2. Elective Requirement Change:

                                           NEW – CAD or CIS Elective (2)

       OLD – CIS Elective (2)

Rationale – Students of the program are better prepared in computer usage prior to entering the college than they were when this program course requirement was set years ago.  Some students have indicated a desire to opt out of the CIS requirement for the option of being able to take an additional CAD course. 

After some discussion it was decided that the committee was in agreement with the positions of the students and faculty in both recommendations.  

Carol commented on the way the two programs that used to be in the old Ag-Hort division where she served as dean in conducted their internship preparation courses and how they would parallel the “Education for Employment” course Alan and Mark had hoped to get off the ground.  She commented Alan and Mark would need to find employers will to conduct mock interviews when that portion of the course comes around.

Rich commented that the way grade school children are being taught computers in grade school, the need for dwelling on computer basics as we have had to do in the recent past is less of an issue with incoming CAD students.  All agreed.

A new student program planner was passed out as now provided by Carol’s office to better track the students through specific courses offered in specific semesters.  Alan noted the asterisks were missing to designate those courses required of only the certificate.  Carol said there were two separate sheets for those two separate curriculum. 

The motion on the two curriculum changes passed.

REPORT FROM        Carol said she was in the process of organizing a new integrated manufacturing  

THE DEAN                degree between the CAD, Electronics and Manufacturing Technology programs

                                    and she may want to hold a joint advisory committee meeting yet this fall for the  

                                    purpose of discussing this new degree possibility.  She mentioned she had been

                                    to some workshops where integrated manufacturing was a hot topic.

                                    Carol said that the curriculum advisement code Mark had worked on to track 

                                    students to Illinois State University (ISU) to become future technology teachers was 

                                    awaiting Illinois Articulation Initiative (IAI) board approval as one change had to

                                    be made in the credit offering of one CNC course in manufacturing for that to be a

                                    go.  This advisement code will allow a set of courses in towards technology teacher

                                    preparation training to transfer as a 64 credit A.S. degree in total.

                                    Mark noted that there is a critical shortage of technology teachers in Illinois and the

                                    nation with the Bureau of Labor Statistics identify the field as 36% shortages.

                                    Carol noted the need for new advisory committee members as she thought the CAD

                                    Technology advisory committee was too small.  She also said she would like to see

                                    committee members more engaged and communicative of their thoughts and desires.
