MINUTES                 The March 4, 2005 advisory committee minutes were approved as posted.

APPROVAL              

ENROLLMENT        Alan Thor discussed recently released enrollment data showing numbers of spring

REPORT                    and fall head counts of declared program majors.  Part-time declared majors were up

                                   one (16-17) from a year ago, and full-time students were up seven (30-37) from a 

                                   year ago.

                                   Members present were pleased to learn of this apparent change in enrollment trend

                                   and indicated they hoped it continues with increased marketing efforts.

                                   Bill Schermerhorn had some questions as to how the numbers were interpreted 

                                   relative to spring verses fall head counts and lack of percentages.  Mark Schwendau 

                                   explained that fall semesters are compared next to each other just as spring semesters

                                   are compared next to each other.  Percentages are not used but could be readily

                                   calculated for reporting purposes.  

MARKETING           Dean Sara Pohl discussed her role as liaison for the dual enrollment programs with REPORT                    both Oregon and Rochelle High Schools.  She reported while Rochelle has 18

                                   students that could come here with some credits in the future, Oregon had 15

                                   students signed up but lost their instructor for this year.  The future in the program

                                   is now in question.  Sara reported that the attractive part of Oregon and Rochelle in

                                   this program is the students do not have to pay to take those courses at Kishwaukee,

                                   having completed them before in high school.  Bill asked which courses they can

                                   get credit for.  Mark reported it is usually some combination of CAD 110, CAD 111

                                   CAD 151 and possible CAD 152.

                                   Bill asked who pays for the high school student’s attendance while at the high school

                                   in the dual enrollment programs.  Sara said it varied by school and some took advan-

                                   tage of the state’s ACE (Accelerated College Enrollment) grant.  Sara reported

                                   Oregon pays their student’s way but Rochelle makes them pay at least a part of it.

                                   John and Bill made the comment that it was good that some students at some schools

                                   had to pay their own way as it assured they would feel ownership in what they were

                                  doing.  All present agreed.

                                   Sara discussed results of the recently completed marketing survey of new CAD

                                   students.  She mentioned the importance she found in having the college faculty have

                                   contact with the high schools and high school faculty.  Tarryn Thaden noted the high 

                                   number of students from DeKalb, even though DeKalb High School instructors are

                                   not members of the IDEA or take part in the spring drafting contest.  Mark said he 

                                   felt those numbers were more of a reflection of the program’s relationship with

                                   Northern Illinois University.

                                   Mark continued with the marketing report, passing out a new draft program

                                   brochure that had just been completed.  He asked the committee for input or

                                   suggestions and said that with their approval, and Dean Pohl and Marketing Director

                                   Karen Schmitt to follow, the brochure could be ready for distribution in December.

                                   Alan noticed the name, Microstation, was misspelled.  Tarryn noticed that the 

                                   header and footer text information were not aligned right for a tri-fold brochure.

                                   Mark said graphic artist Angela Johannsen saw that mistake but she didn’t have 

                                   time to change it before the meeting.  The two of them didn’t notice the misspelled

                                   CAD software name.  Mark promised both issues will be addressed.  He said he also

                                   wants to see what the possibility is of having a fourth postcard panel added again.

                                   Members present said they liked the content and approved of the design.  They were

                                   happy their desire for program brochures was about to be realized once again.

REVIEW OF              Mark discussed the departmental plans for the 2005-06 school year. He noted

DEPARTMENT         that Alan and he had to carry over one goal due to a lack of action taken      

PLANS                       last year. That goal was to try the targeted marketing of classified ads for the

                                    first two weeks of December and middle two weeks of January in the “Northern

                                    Star” and “Midweek” with our slogan:

                                   Members present agreed this should be tried, given the high number of students

                                   the program draws from the DeKalb area.  This item will be revisited in the spring.

                                   Tarryn noted the better numbers coming out of Sycamore due to the new

                                   full-time CADD instructor hired in there in the last three years.  All present

                                   agreed that full-time high school instructors make a difference in college

                                   enrollments in time.

CURRICULUM        Alan and Mark explained desired curriculum changes to be made to courses CAD 111

CHANGES                and EGR 277 as well as CAD 112 (see attached).  Mark explained the changes as

                                   housekeeping more than anything major.

                                   After lengthy discussion with everyone in attendance expressing their opinions

                                   and concerns, a motion was made to change the prerequisite language on both

                                   CAD 111 and EGR 277 to discontinue instructor approval being required for

                                   entrance into these two courses and to change CAD 112 from 1 hour lecture/

                                   discussion and 2 hours lab per week to 2 hours lecture/discussion and 2 hours lab

                                   per week.  The motion passed.

NEW                          Alan reported that the new versions of Microstation and Solidworks have been 

HARDWARE/           installed and they are sitting down with IT Director Scott Armstrong this week to

SOFTWARE              finalize the ordering of AutoCAD 2006.  He reported that three new track drafting

                                   machines were purchased to begin to replace worn out ones in the board lab.

                                  Alan and Mark expressed concerns that Scott wants to put the CAD lab back on

                                  the Internet and lock all the stations down using Deep Freeze.  Both instructors

                                  are opposed to both ideas.

                                  Members present continued to uphold the policy that Alan and Mark should 

                                  parallel their practices with the private sector as much as possible.  The consensus

                                  of those present were that both of these practices would not be common in local industry.

OTHER                     Mark distributed a one page handout that had some random news items about what

BUSINESS               Alan and he have going on this semester as follows:

1. Mark was interviewed at great length by a Carole Moore about the career choice of  CAD for an upcoming issue of “Career World” magazine (part of Weekly Reader Corp.).

2. Alan requisitioned us our first new drafting machines in about 12 years.  They will be used to take three problematic machines out of service.

3. Mark has been asked to speak on GD&T at the December meeting of the Northern Illinois Chapter of the Quality Managers Council.

4. Alan has been working with IT Director Scott Armstrong to get us into AutoCAD 2006.  This is a new purchasing procedure we are having to adopt to.

5. Mark held the first meeting of the student club chapter of SkillsUSA (formerly VICA) today and some 30 students were in attendance with 4 from CAD.

7. We took the architectural and construction trades students of the division on a fieldtrip to R&D Thiel in Belvidere.  The students were well received and received Bob Thiel also.  Each student got a Thiel baseball cap and other goodies.

8. Michelle Stefan (Caterpillar Aurora) contacted us to come discuss their student internship program opportunities.
