REPORT ON CQI     Mark Schwendau shared results of assessment data gathered relative to program

ASSESSMENT         goals 4, 5 and 6 of the program’s assessment plan.  He commented the results of 

                                   the three goals was mainly positive although the multiple goal measure of input

                                   from graduates was nonexistent as the program’s assessment items were still not

                                   included in the graduate follow-up survey.  Mark has since had discussions 

                                   with the college’s director of institutional research, Kevin Fuss, and Mr. Fuss 

                                   has promised the changes can be made as a separate sheet from the survey portion

                                   conducted for the state of Illinois.

                                   Mark reminded committee members that goals 4, 5 and 6 were assessed this

                                   year as goals 1, 2 and 3 were assessed last year.  Next year goals 7, 8 and 9 will

                                   be assessed.  Committee members found the results largely positive.

REPORT ON             Alan Thor reported on current program trends in student attendance and where the

DEMOGRAPHIC      students hail from.

Mark commented that last semester the program had many students who

                                   didn’t seem to be ready for college yet.  Mark reported that while fall semester 

                                   enrollments had the program up 2%, from fall to spring the program enrollments

                                   went down from 30 to 23 program enrollees.  Alan and Mark both said they have

                                   hopes their increased recruiting efforts will positively impact enrollments next fall.

                                   A history of enrollments in program courses was also distributed.
