MINUTES                 The October 5, 2005 advisory committee minutes were accepted as posted upon a

REPORT ON             Mark reported on the marketing efforts program faculty have been engaged in during

PROGRAM               the current school year.  His report included an outline of 9 points of interest for the                         

MARKETING           committee, a press release submitted to marketing on the popularity of the program’s

                                   website and survey results of new students who have entered the CAD program this

                                   semester.

                                    Tarryn commented she found it interesting that so many new students found their

                                    way to the program by way of the catalog and program website.  She thought it was

                                    unusual that so many students rated the college catalog so high.  Sara and Mark

                                    agreed that it is not what one would expect but highlights the importance of the 

                                    college catalog.

                                    Steve asked about the average age in attendance at the college and the CAD program

                                    as alone.  Sara and Mark reported it runs about 28 years of age in both the college as

                                    well as the CAD program.

                                    Mark mentioned that while it has not been publicly announced yet, he is in the 

                                    development stage to offer the program’s first online CAD course next fall.  He said

                                    he expects interest to be keen but highlighted problems and concerns CAD faculty

                                    share as follows:

· Student’s ability to have access to an AutoCAD system off campus.

· Instructor’s assurance that work submitted by a student was done by same

· Instructor’s ability to update online courses with changes in CAD software

                                    Mark said students can hang together a student AutoCAD system for less than

                                    $1,500 (laptop computer and software) in today’s market.

                                    John asked about the age of online students compared to on campus students.  Sara

                                    said she felt the age ranges were comparable between both groups.  Tarryn asked 

                                    how many different programs on campus are offering something online.  Sara 

                                    said she felt about all of them do.                  

                                    The committee members and student guests present felt offering CAD151 Funda-

                                    mentals of CAD – AutoCAD was a good idea and it would be interesting to see

                                    what the interest is once the course is offered.

                                     Mark said if the interest is there for CAD151, he may do CAD152 in 2007.

                                     John mentioned how impressive it was that the CAD program’s website came up

                                     so high in a Google search and asked how it happened.

                                     Mark said he largely attributes it to both the age of our site and the content therein.

REPORT ON               Mark distributed the Spring 2006 Enrollment Comparison sheet that showed the  

PROGRAM                 total credit hours generated by the program had fallen slightly again from the year

ENROLLMENTS        previous.

He mentioned that the program now offers

                                     instruction to both the Engineering and the Building Construction Trades program

                                     majors as well.

                                     The committee offered no input towards the report.

REPORT ON               Mark highlighted Vice President Tom Choice’s concern of having assessment

                                     that in the past this information was needed but failed to go out as part of the

                                     survey process.  He mentioned that the CAD program has two goals of measuring

                                     general education in terms of both communication skills and calculation skills.

OUTSTANDING        Mark announced he and Alan decided Matt McCue will be the “Outstanding

STUDENT                  Computer-Aided Design Technology Student of 2006”.  As such, Matt will 

AWARD                     receive $500 this year from the Greenlee-Textron Scholarship Fund.

                                    Matt is one of two Kishwaukee College CAD Technology program students to

                                    compete in the SkillsUSA competitions.  Last year he ranked high enough after

                                    regionals to allow him to progress down state where he just missed one of the 

                                    first three places.  Mark mentioned that this past Saturday Matt and Dan Reglin

                                    were at St. Charles High School to take the 2006 regionals for SkillsUSA.  Mark

                                    reported there is no word yet as to how the two students did.

REPORT ON              A memo was presented to the advisory committee that shows the administration’s

IT TAKING                position on management of the CAD lab.  Mark commented on the position he and
CONTROL OF           Alan share in that the lab should not be placed on the Internet again and the upkeep
CAD LAB                  of the lab should be shared with IT for instructional purposes.

                                    Mark said a sticking point over settlement of the grievance he filed is in IT’s 

                                    apparent unwillingness to share a software password with program faculty after  

                                    the Deep Freeze software is installed.

                                    John related how over at NIU engineering has IT manage the CAD systems and

                                    they are on a server.  He said all goes well until you either intentionally or

                                    inadvertently enter AutoCAD’s “Help” command when the system becomes

                                    painfully slow.  He said overall he is grateful IT does manage the CAD systems but 

                                    said, “Then again, we are not trying to teach CAD over there either, we are only

                                    trying to use it.”  

                                    Both John and Steve said that faculty having any security software password should

                                    be a given.
