MINUTES                 A motion was made by Jason, seconded by Tarryn, to accept the minutes of the 

APPROVAL              March 10, 2000, Drafting and Design Technology advisory committee were as

                                   posted.  The motion passed.

HANDOUTS             Mark passed out handouts of new recruiting brochures, recruiting packets, revised

                                   CQI unit assessment goal plans and a proposed duel enrollment schedule.

                                   Tarryn discovered a printing error on the return mailer portion of the new

                                   departmental program brochure.  Certificate #414 is not listed and #415 is

                                   listed twice.  Mark said he will pass this mistake along to the marketing office

                                   and thanked Tarryn for catching something that was overlooked by everyone

                                   else.

REPORT ON             Mark reported college-wide enrollments were reported up for the semester 

ENROLLMENTS     but he had no data on the Drafting and Design Technology program by

                                  itself.  He said faculty feel that enrollments have held steady in the program.

UNIT                         The unit assessment report submitted to the assessment committee last spring

ASSESSMENT         was reviewed by the assessment committee and received a response.  The

 REPORT                  committee offered feedback the three unit goals selected were not adequately

                                  assessed.  Mark said that a lack of external data coming to the program and a 

                                  confusing reporting format were the cause of this.  He said that the assessment 

                                  committee is developing a new reporting form to eliminate confusion next year.

                                  The committee made selection of goals for assessment in the 2000-2001 school year.

                                  Those goals to be assessed this year are: 

1. The graduates will be able to demonstrate technical proficiency in drafting

methods to established skill standards.

2. The graduates will be able to interpret data in drawings of drafting.

3. The graduates will be able to demonstrate technical proficiency in CAD methods to established skill standards.

                                   A copy of the FY2000-2001 DEPARTMENTAL GOAL PLAN was also shared

                                   with the committee.  Alan and Mark completed this plan and submitted it to dean,

                                   Dale Carroll in August.

GRADUATE            Mark reported that the college’s office of research and assessment is conducting 

FOLLOWUP            a follow-up report for the state of Illinois on drafting graduates now two years out.

                                  The tentative results of the report indicate that of the eight students being tracked,

                                   65% are working in the field, 25% are completing their education in the field (NIU),

                                   and 10% are employed in an unrelated field.

REPORT ON            Alan Thor reported on new hardware purchased for the 2000-2001 fiscal year.  The

CAPITAL                 money approved for CAD program upgrades included purchase of new HP 1050-C

IMPROVEMENTS   color plotter.  Alan also reported that the department purchased three new Pentium  

                                   III computers for departmental offices.  Also received since the last advisory

                                   committee meeting was a new computer projection system for D-123 (the CAD lab).

                                   Alan reported that the department was surveyed for next year’s needs and faculty

                                   Have requested that all computers of the D-123 CAD lab be replaced with Pentium

                                   IV computers.  He said updating all existing CAD software programs will also be

                                   a top priority request.

                                   Alan mentioned that the computers of the CAD lab are also to be wired for the

                                   Internet as that project has yet to be completed.

 COURSE                   A copy of proposed course description changes was submitted by mail for review.

CHANGES                The changes reflected a change in course descriptions for DRA110 and DRA 111

                                   along with their prerequisite statements.  

                                   Also to change is the requirement of ELE120.  This specific electronics course will

                                   no longer be required but rather an electronics course of the student’s choice will 

                                   be used to fulfill this requirement of the A.A.S. degree in architectural design.

                                   Finally, the general electives section of both degrees is being changed to all 

                                   drafting courses to require students to take more hours of drafting as has been

                                   the student’s practice/choice in the past anyway. 

                                   Alan suggested that the prerequisite of DRA111 still be controlled by consent of

                                   the instructor.  Tarryn agreed.  After some discussion, the prerequisite was changed

                                   to reflect the change Alan suggested.

                                   A motion was made by Jason, seconded by Charles, to accept the changes as

                                   amended.  The motion passed.

DUAL                         A proposed scheduling plan with courses and times was distributed to members for 

ENROLLEMENT      their consideration and comment.  The schedule would offer a new introductory

CERTIFICATE          certificate in drafting, specifically for high school students dual enrolled at

                                    their high schools through K.E.C. as well as Kishwaukee College.  Tarryn

                                    commented that the “dual enrollment” term carried a double meaning if college

                                    students would be mixed with high school students.  All agreed that was a good

                                    observation.

                                   Mark explained the new certificate would allow college and high school students

                                   to take DRA151 and DRA152 over a period of 16 weeks, meeting 3 days a week for

                                   almost an hour and a half each day.

                                   Alan expressed some concerns over scheduling courses in the CAD lab during the 

                                   required 1:00-2:20 time slot.

                                   Other members of the committee offered the broad consensus that they did not feel

                                   that the meeting times proposed in this schedule were conducive to the best way to 

                                   teach CAD drafting.

                                   Mark mentioned that since the K.E.C. held the meeting to discuss dual enrollment

                                   opportunities on November 28, it was brought to his attention that high school

                                   principals might not be willing to spend the $1,800 in K.E.C. tuition when their high

                                   schools already have some form of drafting in place.

                                   The committee suggested sending out a feeler to K.E.C. director Kathy Watkins to

                                   determine if the principals desire some form of dual enrollment opportunity for

                                   drafting students.

CAPTIAL                  Alan gave a brief demonstration of the new overhead projection system and HP

                                  Dual Enrollment Course Schedule for Certificate Proposal

Suggested Course Description Changes for the 2001-2002 College Catalog

Current:

DRA  110 – Drafting Fundamentals (2)

Orients the beginner to the graphic language of industry.  Students learn the basics of preparing two-dimensional orthographic drawings using drafting equipment and media for producing drawing originals as well as reproductions for same.  One hour lecture/discussion and two hours lab a week.

Suggested:

DRA  110 – Fundamentals of Drafting (2)

Orients the beginner to the graphic language of industry.  Students learn the basics of hand lettering, sketching, drawing visualization, use of drafting equipment, geometric constructions, as well as basic drawing production and reproduction.  One hour lecture/discussion and two hours lab a week.

Current:

DRA 111- Basic Technical Drafting (4)

Prerequisite: Two years of high school drafting, or DRA 110 or concurrent enrollment ,or consent of instructor.

Basic principles of techniques covering the use of drafting equipment, the theory of orthographic projection, dimensioning practices, sectional views, auxiliary views, pictorial projection, working drawings, and basic industrial manufacturing processes and symbols.  Two hours lecture/discussion and four hours lab a week. 

Suggested:

DRA 111- Technical Drafting (4)

Prerequisite: DRA 110 or previous drafting experience is desirable with instructor consent.
In-depth coverage of the graphic language of industry.  Students learn creation of orthographic projections, sections, auxiliary views, revolutions, manufacturing processes, dimensioning, tolerancing, thread representation, and are also introduced to pictorial projections.  Integration of these topics are combined in production of working drawings.  Two hours lecture/discussion and four hours lab a week.
