NEW ACADEMIC    Mark announced the selection of Tom Choice, a former administrator of Harper

                                   students with 6 out of 20 showing up.  Mark reported that was the bad news but

                                   the good news was that those 6 that did show up had some very positive things to say

                                   about the program in surveys.  Mark will try to get the tabulated results out to the 

                                   advisory committee members with the mailings of their minutes as well.

UNIT                         Alan and Mark reported that Kishwaukee College Drafting and Design Technology’s

                                   pieces of the process flowed together smoothly and offered meaningful results.  Mark

                                   reported that a copy of the report is available to the public as a Microsoft Rich Text 

                                   Format file CQI2001.RTF on the program’s web site (http://kish.cc.il.us/dra).

                                   Advisory committee members received a copy of this report (blue paper) with their

                                   agenda and meeting materials.

ASSESSMENT         Mark reminded the committee that they selected program goals 1, 2 and 3 for

CAPITAL                  Alan reported that the D-123 CAD lab was updated with new Micron computers 

IMPROVEMENTS   based on the Intel Pentium 4 processor chip.  The Solidworks 2002 CAD program

REPORT                   was also added to the lab and is being offered for the first time this semester by

                                  Alan.  The existing CAD programs of AutoCAD and MicroStation have also been

                                  upgraded to the most current release.

CURRICULUM       Alan and Mark presented their recommendations for curriculum changes for the next

CHANGES              catalog copy.  The changes to be made for 2002-03 are as follows:

                                 Two existing two credit courses, DRA251 3-D CAD Modeling/Rendering/Animation

                                 and DRA252 3-D CAD Solid Modeling are to be combined into one new three credit

                                 Course, DRA250 3-D CAD Modeling –AutoCAD.  The reasons for this change are:

1. ​AutoCAD now performs three-dimensional modeling more effortlessly.

2. Comprehensive texts are now available to cover all aspects of 3-D CAD modeling.

3. The new course offering will be more cost effective for the program and college.

A copy of the new syllabus for the new DRA250 course will be included with the mailing of the minutes.

                                 Dean Dale Carroll noticed that some of the drafting course’s prerequisite statements

                                 didn’t reflect current practices and required updating as follows:

                                 DRA 106 Drafting Seminar (.5-3)

                                 Old Prerequisite: None                                                           

                                 New Prerequisite: Varies According to Course Content

                                 DRA 221 Descriptive Geometry (3)

                                 Old Prerequisite: DRA 111 or EGR 277 or consent of instructor.

                                 New Prerequisite: DRA 111 or EGR 277 and DRA 152, or consent of instructor.

                                 DRA 231 Geometric Dimensioning and Tolerancing (3)

                                 Old Prerequisite: DRA 111 or EGR 277 or consent of instructor.

                                 New Prerequisite: DRA 111 or EGR 277 and DRA 152, or consent of instructor.

                                 Mark offered a brief history of the drafting program’s desire to initiate a new A.A.S.

                                 degree offering in “CAD Management”.  The idea was proposed three years ago and at

                                 that time there were not enough needed courses taught in the CIS and Electronics

                                 programs.  The needed courses, less the capstone drafting course in CAD

                                 Management, are now all available.  Mark provided a program planner showing the 4

                                 semester sequence of needed courses for such a new degree including a new, DRA 240

                                 CAD Management, course.  Advisory committee members received a copy of a new

                                 syllabus for this course with their agenda and meeting materials.

                                 Lengthy discussion was held on the benefits and value of such a new degree and

                                 course at the Conclusion of which a motion and second was made to accept Alan and

                                 Mark’s tentative plan for a new degree for them to see if Tom Choice can “fast-track” 

                                 through the ICCB for approval.  The motion passed.  

K.E.C. COURSE     Alan and Mark outlined Dean Dale Carroll’s desire to offer a vocational drafting

OFFERING IN        course offering for high school students in the Kishwaukee College Drafting and

DEPARTMENT      Design Technology Department next school year.  The intent of such a course 

                                 Offering would be to articulate such a course with multiple drafting courses of 

                                 the college’s drafting program in a fashion like that being done in Manufacturing

                                 Technology at Kishwaukee College.

                                 The advisory committee listed the following thoughts for consideration of a KEC

                                 Drafting program offering at Kishwaukee College:

 Positives

                                 *  Possibly Track More High school Students into the College’s Program

                                 *  Increase Use of CAD Hardware and Software

                                 *  Possibly Solve the Teacher Shortage of the KEC

                                 *  Students Could Get 12 College Credits for One Year of Attendance

Negatives

                                 *  KEC Students Should Not be with College Students

                                 *  Increased Maintenance of CAD Hardware and Software

                                 *  Scheduling KEC Could Affect College Student’s Schedules

                                 *  Possibly Still Have a Teacher Shortage with the KEC

                                 *  Scheduling Drafting Lab Use Could Affect Current Manufacturing Academy

                                 Alan and Mark both indicated they have no desire to teach such a class and have

                                 a concern that it will cause further scheduling dilemmas for their regular college

                                 students in their 4 semester rotation of courses for graduation in 2 years.

                                Both instructors noted that if it is the intent of the college and KEC administration

                                to try such an experimental course offering next year, they would recommend the

                                following:

                                Offer DRA110/DRA111 in the Fall Semester M-F 1:00-2:20 (KEC Students ONLY)

                                Offer DRA151/152 in the Spring Semester M-F 1:00-2:20 (KEC Students ONLY)

                                 Lengthy discussion was held on the benefits and detractors of such a cooperative

                                 agreement with the KEC.  It was the feeling of everyone present that finding an

                                 instructor for those hours will be problematic.  The advisory committee affirmed

                                 that the college administration should not overrule the program faculty in matters of

                                 scheduling as the program faculty know their student’s course needs and attendance

                                 patterns best.

                                 Bill Schermerhorn said he would like to see the college do more in the way of

                                 marketing the program to post-high school students rather than focus so much effort on

                                 the KEC high school students.  He offered the specific idea that the director of

                                 marketing should approach area businesses and industries that have hired Kishwaukee

                                 College Drafting and Design Technology program graduates and may need more to see

                                 if they would donate money for a television or newspaper ad campaign.  All agreed

                                 that this was an excellent idea and Mark said he will forward the idea to Karen Schmitt

                                 for her consideration.
