The Drafting and Design Technology Advisory Committee convened in A407- at 7:00 p.m.

MINUTES                 The March 8, 2002 advisory committee minutes were accepted as posted.

APPROVAL              

ENROLLMENTS      Mark Schwendau reported that program enrollments are down 8% from one

                                   year ago.  Mark distributed a program enrollment status sheet that showed

                                   other technical and business related programs of the college had lower

                                   enrollments from a year ago as well.

                                   Alan Thor reported that the Interior Design program of Northern Illinois University’s

                                   Art Department has been cut.  This will mean less students will be taking AutoCAD

                                   courses related to architectural drafting.

                                   Tarryn Sanderson asked what has been done in the past to recruit from the area high

                                   schools.  Mark and Alan gave her a brief past history and also highlighted some of

                                   the differences of today.  One major difference noted was unfilled openings of

                                   drafting instructors at some of the area high schools.

                                   Tarryn also asked if the administration was still suggesting KEC courses be 

                                   taught in drafting at Kishwaukee College.  Mark and Alan reported they have

                                   been asked to produce a sample schedule for the year showing the block of

                                   time between 1:00-2:20 p.m. blocked out for the use of the board and CAD

                                   labs throughout the 2003-04 school year.

REPORT ON             Mark reported that no unit assessment report was generated for 2001-2002 for two

2001-02 UNIT           reasons.  First, no meaningful data for the assessment of the three goals selected

ASSESSMENT         last year was collected.  Second, the assessment committee is going through a

REPORT                   period of reorganization under its new chairman, vice president Tom Choice, whereby

                                  the assessment committee did not request the reports last year.

                                  Mark reported that he expects the committee may have to revisit the program’s

                                  assessment goals as they may be too difficult to assess.  All present agreed.

                                  Mark said that the assessment plan is to be more closely linked to occupational  

                                  programs 5 year program review reports which will simplify the process,

                                  eliminate redundancy and require less time in deliberation for the advisory

                                  committee.  Mark mentioned that next year the drafting program is up for 

                                  program review again.     

DEPARTMENT       A copy of the departmental plan for 2002-2003 was passed around for committee

PLAN                       members to review.  Plans of the past 3 years were also distributed so that those

                                  present could see how the new plans are being incorporated with both aspects

                                 of program review and assessment.  Tarryn noted that this new procedure made

                                 more sense and was more readily understood.

REPORT ON           Mark reported that committee member Bill Schermerhorn’s idea of running 

NEW PUBLIC         monthly newspaper ads promoting the drafting program will begin in November 

RELATIONS           and run through January.  Classified ads will be run weekly in the “Midweek” and

EFFORTS                “Northern Star” newspapers at a cost of less than $500  Committee members were

                                 mailed ad copy with their agendas.

                                 Mark said Dean Dale Carroll asked him what the department would need for

                                 a marketing budget and he told the dean he would have to get back to him 

                                 after talking to the advisory committee and getting some prices for newspaper

                                 classified ads.  Mark said he was thinking in the realm of $2,000 a year.  Bill

                                 said $5,000 would be more realistic.  

                                 Mark mentioned he was on Rockford CBS affiliate Monday, March 11th, to

                                 promote National Design/Drafting Week as well as the Kishwaukee College Drafting

                                 and Design Technology Program.  A copy of the channel 23 Morning News Show is in

                                 the Learning Resource Center for anyone who cares to see what was done.  

CURRICULUM       Mark reported that at last year’s meeting it was decided to drop a two credit course,

CHANGES              DRA252 3-D CAD Solid Modeling, and require DRA251 3-D CAD Modeling/

                                 Rendering/Animation as a three credit course of all degree majors instead.  Mark

                                 said that somehow DRA252 is still in the college catalog and was never dropped.

                                 Alan and he would now like to drop this course and add a new course in Solidworks.

                                 Alan will be teaching this course as a DRA106 seminar course for a third time this

                                 coming spring and that will be the last time we can do that without making the

                                 Solidworks course a regular part of the curriculum.

                                  Mark suggested the committee drop DRA252 3-D CAD Solid Modeling for a new 

                                  three credit course having a suggested number and title of DRA171Solid Modeling 

                                  in Solidworks.

A second part of the motion would remove DRA161 as a requirement of the 

mechanical design side of the program and add the new DRA171 course in its place.

The DRA161 would be added to the mechanical design curriculum as an elective

as would the DRA171 be added as an elective to the architectural side of the 

program.

Alan asked the committee to give him permission to refine the title as needed before

submission to division meeting.  A motion and second was made.  The motion for the suggested changes outlined by Mark and Alan passed.

                                 Tarryn asked what the status of the new DRA240 CAD Management course and

                                 degree was.  Mark reported that the course is to be taught for the first time this spring.

                                 He said that Alan and he thought it best to put the degree on hold until program

                                 enrollments are stabilized and the new course was taught several times like the

                                 Solidworks course Alan has brought online.
