MINUTES                        Minutes of the October 2, 1997, Drafting and Design Technology Advisory 

APPROVAL                     Committee were approved as recorded and posted.

COURSE                          Mark explained why he needed to call an emergency meeting of the advisory

CHANGES                       committee and the urgency of getting  the course changes approved as attached        

                                          to the meeting agenda that was mailed.  Mark explained that the needed changes   

                                          originated from sources external to the department but required immediate

                                          attention for inclusion in the 1997-98 college catalog.  

                                          Sam, as a program graduate, expressed concern over the logic of requiring

                                          engineering majors to learn CAD as part of a traditional board drafting

                                          class.  He had specific questions as to how Mark and Alan planned to teach

                                           this course around the new EGR277 course description (see attached).

                                          Mark said that Alan and he figured on teaching EGR277 concurrently with

                                          DRA111 as has been past practice with two changes;  One - the syllabi will

                                          be separated into two, one for DRA111 and one for EGR277;  Two - the 

                                          EGR277 students will be required to additionally prepare a portion of their

                                          drawing assignments in CAD.  Mark said seats will be scheduled open in

                                           whichever CAD class is taught at the same time as EGR277 for engineering

                                           student use.

                                          After lengthy discussion of the logic of the proposed course changes, a 

                                          motion was made by Charles, seconded by Gil, to accept the changes as

                                          presented to the committee.

GRADUATE                   Mark reported on the results of the 1996-97 Graduate Follow-up Study for

FOLLOWUP                   the drafting and design department (copy attached).  Mark commented that

STUDY                           Alan and he were very pleased that 80% of the graduates found employment 

RESULTS                       in the field with only 20% (one graduate) unlocated.  Mark mentioned that

                                         two of the graduates are now employed by Sundstrand (Rockford) and 

                                        Caterpillar (Aurora) and he felt that this was a significant accomplishment relative

                                         to the reputation and credibility of the program.

                                          This semester’s computer-aided mechanical design students are planning a field

                                          trip to Sundstrand as a result of Ted Martin’s employment.  Mark and his

                                          classes are awaiting government background checks before formal

                                          invitation by Sundstrand. 

OUTSTANDING            Mark asked committee members to think about the possibility of setting up

STUDENT AWARD       a monetary award for the program’s yearly outstanding student to receive

                                         as well as purchase of a formal award name plaque to replace what Mark

                                         has created from address labels on poster board.  Tarryn said she would be

                                         willing to contribute the $100 necessary to purchase a name plaque from a

                                         trophy store.

                                         Students to receive this award in the past have received cash and prizes worth

                                         several hundred dollars each year.  Mark asked committee members to see

                                         if their respective corporations would contribute $200 to sponsor the award

                                         for the 1997-98 Outstanding Drafting and Design Student.

 DISUCSSION                 A copy of an evaluation of the CAD management degree survey was passed

ON NEW CAD                 out for committee members to review.  The evaluation of the survey instrument

MANAGEMENT             was prepared by the college’s new institutional researcher, Sandra Ceto.

DEGREE                          Sandy made some comments as to what might have biased the survey 

                                          results based on the instrument used and who was asked to respond.

                                          Tarryn made the point that small businesses, such as her own, would not

                                          answer such a survey the same as larger firms that would be in a position to

                                          hire a person titled “CAD Manager”.  The committee thought her point was

                                          well made.  Mark admitted that this was something he had not thought about

                                          as he reviewed the survey results.

                                         After lengthy discussion, the committee decided to recommend that the college

                                         develop the new courses necessary to offer the proposed degree before placing

                                          the new degree in the college catalog.  The committee felt that relevance for a

                                          new degree would be proven or disproven by offering the new courses needed

                                          to offer such a degree, first.  If significant student interest is shown in the new

                                          course offerings offered as electives to the existing A.A.S. degree majors, the

                                          committee would then feel better justified in moving forward with development

                                          of a new degree as per the attached.

                                          The committee agreed that Mark should express this as the recommendation

                                          of the committee to the division dean, Dr. Malinda Smutek.
