APPROVAL              Committee were approved as posted.

COURSE                   A copy of proposed course description changes was submitted for review

CHANGES                (copy attached).  The changes reflected a review of all 100-level courses

                                   and a general improvement in language.  Mark pointed out that, for the most

                                   part, the course descriptions of these courses have not been revised in at

                                   least ten years.

                                   The changes were approved as offered to the committee.

GOALS                      Those present decided to reassess the same goals as last year as the goals

ASSESSMENT          chosen last year really were not assessed very well due to a lack of 

                                    available data.  The goals chosen relate to the student’s abilities to

                                    communicate, calculate and attain their personal goal of college completion.

ENROLLMENT        Mark reported that he had asked programmer Jim West for enrollment numbers

REPORT                    for this semester and five years back.  He also asked for graduation numbers.

                                   Those numbers are not yet available but Mark has a theory that a line graph will

                                   show we have more students entering the program and gaining employment

                                   before graduation.

                                   The implication of such a scenario is somewhat serious in that the administration,

                                   should this hunch turn out to be true, would need to be apprised of this situation to

                                   defend the program to outside accrediting and governing bodies.  The program is

                                   up for its five year program review so perhaps these numbers and summation can

                                   be used as part of that report.

EMPLOYMENT       A display of all local jobs listed since this summer was shown.  Charles discussed

NEEDS AND            his needs at Price Brothers Midwest and his inability to find well qualified candidates

MARKETING          for the positions he has to offer.  All present agreed that the hot economy is making

                                  It difficult to attract and retain well qualified technicians across many disciplines.

                                  Mark showed the committee a new program brochure display he purchased from

                                  Office Depot.  The display cost about $20.  He thought one should be sent out to

                                  each of the area high school’s drafting departments with program brochures.  The

                                  question was posed as to what the design of the backdrop of the display should

                                  contain.  Charles suggested a collage of different student’s drawings from a variety

                                  of different course assignments.  Alan thought this was a good idea and said he

                                  would ask the BID center if we could borrow their “B” size laser printer to print

                                  out a dozen of the display collage backdrops when they are completed.

CAPITAL                The new Micron Pentium-400, CAD computers with 19” monitors running

EXPENDITURES   AutoCAD Release 14 under Windows 98 were shown.  Charles asked what

                                 the approximate cost was for each unit.  Alan reported that they came in

                                 around $2,600 for each of the 17.  The 3 year old Pentium-75 computers of

                                 last year have now been recycled to the Learning Skills Center of the college. 

OTHER                   Alan reported that adjunct instructor and former advisory committee member

BUSINESS              John Conway reported that students that should have been enrolled in DRA110

                                 Before DRA111 are taking DRA111 without DRA110 and having problems.

                                 This appears to be happening because the admissions office is not checking

                                 prerequisites.  John suggested a solution would be to fold the contents of DRA110

                                 into DRA111 and do away with DRA110.  This idea will be discussed at the

                                 next meeting to be held in the spring.  Mark will invite John to present his 

                                 thoughts to the committee personally.

                                 Mark reported that Ed Freidel is no longer with Swenson Spreader so new 

                                 advisory committee members are again needed for nomination to the com-

                                 mittee.
