MINUTES                 The December 6, 2000 advisory committee minutes were accepted as posted

APPROVAL              and presented.

ENROLLMENT        Mark reported that the drafting and design technology program’s FTE enrollments

REPORT                   are down some 12.5% from a year ago.  The college was up 4.1% as a whole.  He said

                                   that the turnover in drafting instructors may be a factor.  Rochelle and DeKalb high

                                   schools have new instructors and Sycamore and Hiawatha high schools are presently

                                   without instructors. 

                                   Mark said that he feels that the new program brochures and some newspaper 

                                   announcements may help call attention to our dilemma of too many jobs for too few

                                   program graduates.  He feels the web site will also help in bring up enrollments in 

                                   the near future.

CAPITAL                  Alan reported that the drafting and design technology program has requested that

IMRPOVEMENT     all 17 Pentium II computers of the CAD lab (D-123) be replaced with Pentium IV

REQUESTS              computers next fall.  The estimated cost of this upgrade is under $50,000 and the

                                  computers currently in use will be recycled to other areas of the college for continued

                                  use as part of the college’s cascading technology program.  This was a priority one

                                  request.

                                  Alan also reported that Mark and he have requested 2 lab packs of Solidworks for the

                                  CAD lab to meet increased local demands for training on this particular CAD

                                  program.  The cost of this upgrade  was $6,000.  This was a priority one request.  

                                 Both upgrading AutoCAD and networking the CAD lab for Internet use were also put

                                 down as budget requests but Mark and Alan did not know how to prioritize these

                                 requests due to the fact they have not heard any news about a possible AutoCAD

                                 2001 or 2002 release.  The networking of the lab was started last year through a grant

                                 but the grant expired short of completion of the task.  The cost of concluding the

                                 networking was listed as $3,000.

SOLIDWORKS      Alan and Mark reported that Kishwaukee College Drafting and Design Technology
