MINUTES                 The October 8, 2002 advisory committee minutes were accepted as posted.

ENROLLMENTS      Alan Thor reported that program enrollments are down another 10% from

                                   one year ago.  Mark distributed a program enrollment status sheet that showed

                                   other technical and business related programs of the college had lower

                                   enrollments from a year ago as well.

                                   Mark reported that Northern’s College of Engineering and Engineering Technology

                                   are also suffering from an enrollment decline and have asked permission to come

                                   to Kishwaukee College to address our students.  Mark extended an invitation for them

                                   to attend the Kishwaukee College-K.E.C. Career Fair on April 9th and 10th.

                                   Alan Thor distributed newspaper classified ads from “The Northern Star” and 

                                   “Midweek” newspapers where Alan and Mark had run classified ads encouraging 

                                   people to visit their departmental web site.  Mark said he was not sure the ads had any 

                                   impact based on web traffic reports to the departmental web site.

                                   Mark reported that he extended offers to appear on WZOK radio and WIFR

                                   television stations in Rockford for National Design Drafting Week and was accepted

                                   for WZOK radio station’s noon hour show in one week.  WIFR’s Andy Gannon is

                                   recovering from knee surgery so Mark will not be going to WIFR this year.

REPORT ON             Brian Matthews reported on his recent certification in the Solidworks CAD program

SOLIDWORKS         and what it means.  He discussed the exam preparation and testing requirements for CERTIFICATION     certification as well as the levels of certification.  

                                   The advisory committee discussed the possibility of having Brian teach a certification

                                    program in Solidworks through the college.  It was agreed that Mark will contact the 

                                    Kishwaukee College B.I.D. Center and make them aware of Brian’s desire to

                                    conduct such a program of study at the college.  Brian will determine what

                                    cooperation he might receive from the Solidworks Corporation and our local

                                    Solidworks dealer (C.A.T.I.) in this area.

                                    Mark mentioned that Alan and he tried to do something similar to this years ago in

                                    the area of AutoCAD update training through the B.I.D. center and it did not take

                                    off due to the fact so many people were so many releases behind in this part of 

                                    Illinois and no cooperation was received from Autodesk as we are not an 

                                    authorized training center for Autodesk.

                                  Tarryn Sanderson asked what was involved in becoming an authorized training center

                                  for Autodesk.  Mark said it was addressed years ago and we deicded to take a pass

                                  on it as Autodesk dictates college practices too much after the ATC is established and

                                  the area does not seem to have a market to support an ATC.  Mark mentioned

                                  Moraine Valley College was and is the local Autodesk ATC of Illinois.  Morrison

                                  Institute of Technology (MIT) dropped their ATC status as Autodesk was too 

                                  demanding in their scheduling desires.

REPORT ON           Mark reported that the new DRA240 CAD Management course has been scheduled 

CURRICULUM       the last two semesters and cancelled due to lack of enrollments.  He said he needs

CHANGES               the committee to discuss this issue and address it at their fall 2003 meeting.  The

                                  problem, as he sees it, is that students no longer are taking elective courses not

                                  tied directly to a curriculum.  He said he may ask the committee to drop the new

                                  course from three credits to two and require it of all degree majors but Alan and he

                                  want time to address this problem more before a formal recommendation is made.

                                  Mark mentioned the same problem is occurring with the DRA116 Airbrush

                                  Techniques course and that will also need to be addressed at that same meeting.

REPORT ON            Mark reported that this year’s unit assessment goal is to address marketing concerns

                                  requesting $2,000 in new money for marketing of the program.

                                  Bill Schermerhorn said he would like to see another drafting and design contest open

                                  to the general public for those high school students and others not invited into the

                                  IDEA competition held today.  

                                  Mark said this was tried years ago with limited success and he still has a copy of

                                  the competition guidelines and rules which he can provide at next fall’s committee

                                  meeting when this idea can be discussed further.
