MINUTES                 The March 5, 2004 advisory committee minutes were accepted as posted upon a

APPROVAL              motion by Tarryn Thaden, seconded by Charles Benson.

INTRODUCTION     Mark introduced Matthew Kunz as a prospective new member of the committee.  

OF PROSPECTIVE   Matt has his own firm that does CAD designs and is a graduate of Morrison 

NEW MEMBER        Institute of Technology.  Matt gave background on himself and then was given the

                                   opportunity to be introduced to each member of the committee.  

                                    Alan and Mark will submit his name for college board approval next fall.

REPORT ON             Alan reported on new enrollment data provided by the division dean.  A “green 

ENROLLMENTS     sheet” showed the program to be down 9% over the course of the last 4 spring 

                                   semesters.

                                    Mark commented the division dean asked for the committee to comment on

                                    the data.  The committee had no positive or negative comment other than to note that

                                    Engineering enrollments were up 74% in the same period and the enrollments were

                                    probably nothing more than a normal cycle for the program.  It was noted EGR277 is

                                    offered through the Computer-Aided Design Technology Department.

                                    Secondary comments made were that enrollments in this program field are much the

                                    same all over the state right now as well as the downturn could be a reflection of the

                                    economy.

                                    Mark commented that Dean Carol Quenett is to be credited with getting our first 16

                                    dual enrollment high school students into the program from Oregon High School as

                                    is reflected to the far right column of the green sheet.

                                    The committee had no real responses to the “blue sheet” on program majors other

                                    than they found it interesting how heavily DeKalb and Rochelle area students

                                    support the program, 66%.

REPORT ON              Mark reported that he is coming along well with the Program Review Report for

ASSESSMENT           for 2004.  He reported that the report is done for the state every 5 years.  Mark 

DATA THUS FAR     said that while enrollments have slid a little over the last 5 years, student satisfaction

                                    and their related wage rates couldn’t be better.  Employer feedback has been sparse

                                    this reporting period but the one survey that did come back was very positive.

REPORT ON              Mark and Alan asked the committee for feedback on the general advisory committee

DINNER MEETING  dinner meeting.  The Computer-Aided Design Technology Advisory Committee said

FEEDBACK               the dinner meeting was very good and they liked it but felt it would be better to hold

                                    it in the fall as a “welcome back” type meeting sometime in October.  This comment

                                    was made in view of the fact the committee just met March 5th to judge the drawings

                                    of the IDEA Region #5 high school drafting contest as it does annually (first Friday

                                    in March).

ADVISORY               Alan posed the question as to whether our committee should have term limits on 

COMMITTEE            the length of time members should serve on this committee.  The other question 

MEMBERHSIP          that he posed was as to how many members we should have.  He pointed out that

                                    the questions asked by Dean Quenett were never asked before.

                                    After lengthy discussion it was decided that the committee prefers doing business as

                                    it has in the past with 6-8 members with no term as to how long a member can serve.

                                    The committee will try to seek some “new blood” and pointed to Matthew Kunz 

                                    joining that there is not a problem in the area of committee membership.  Everyone

                                    present said they appreciated their membership and Mark spoke up for Brian

                                    Matthews who was out-of-state on a business trip or he would have joined us.  Alan

                                    mentioned that Bill Schermerhorn had a family engagement and felt the same.

REPORT ON             Mark reported that the past fall he had visited almost all the area high schools

RECRUITMENT       with a newly made PowerPoint Presentation he made for recruiting.  He mentioned

ACTIVITIES             the first annual high school design competition, the IDEA drafting competition and

                                   the 8th graders career exploration day as some of the many activities the program

                                   takes part in the area of recruiting.  Alan and he will also be putting on a  presentation

                                   to interested high school students at the Kishwaukee College Career Fair on April 22.

                                    Mark reported he was on the 23 news morning show with Andy Gannon and Aaron

                                    Wilson again on March 9th.  His presentation was on 2-D and 3-D CAD on the web.

                                    Mark said he did not get much feedback but what he did get was positive.  He said 

                                    the 7:00-7:30 time slot he was in this year might not have been as well viewed.  One

                                    positive point Mark mentioned was he was initially scheduled to only be on for 4

                                    minutes and Andy strung him out to 6.  Mark said he and Andy seem to have a

                                    repore.  Mark mentioned WIFR bills out at $500 a minute that hour of the day.

CURRICULUM         Alan reported on a conversation he had had with Dean Quenett relative to the CHANGE                   ENG100 Critical Reading not being a needed requirement for the two A.A.S. degrees

                                    of the program.  She recommended dropping the English course and having the 

                                    students take another 3 credit hours in CAD/drafting electives.

                                    Some discussion was held as to how this course came to be a requirement in the first

                                    place.  Alan and Mark explained they were not sure as the course was in place

                                    as a requirement already when they came here.  They assumed it was there to 

                                    satisfy the 25% general education component requirement.

                                    A motion was made by Tarryn Thaden, seconded by Charles Benson, to drop

                                    The requirement of ENG110 Critical Reading from both drafting degrees (#412 and

                                    #413).  The motion passed. 

SELECTION OF        In lieu of the committee’s comments about the general advisory committee dinner,

TENTATIVE FALL   Mark suggested having the committee give him some good months and days to meet

                                    for now, rather than a specific date.  The committee agreed Wednesday and

                                    Thursday evenings in the month of October would work best for them.
